· Advisors should select delegates whose behavior and character make them trustworthy.
· Advisors/Chaperones are to review and discuss the GASC Convention Rules with their student delegates.
· Advisors/Chaperones are expected to attend each part of the program to supervise student delegates and to remain at the convention site for the duration of the convention.
· Advisors/Chaperones are responsible for room checks at lights out for their students.
· Advisors/Chaperones should insist their delegation take part in all general sessions, workshops, and events.
· During general sessions, advisors/chaperones are expected to sit with their respective delegations. Students are expected to demonstrate respect towards other students, advisors, presenters, and guests. The following behavior should be monitored and curtailed: talking during presentations, interfering with a delegate’s ability to participate, and creating an intimidating, hostile, or offensive environment.
· It is the responsibility of the advisors/chaperones to monitor the behavior of their students. If inappropriate behavior is witnessed by advisors of students in their delegation, they should speak to the students involved.
