It contains the same information as the Student Responsibilities Form. Each delegate is required to sign this form in order to attend the conference.**
By signing below, the principal approves these expectations and acknowledges each student’s attendance to GASC.

· Students are expected to attend each part of the program and to remain at the convention site for the duration of the convention.
· During general sessions, students are expected to demonstrate respect towards other students, advisors, presenters, and guests.  The following behavior should be monitored and curtailed: talking during presentations, interfering with a delegate’s ability to participate, and creating an intimidating, hostile, or offensive environment.
· CD players, iPod & mp3 players, cell phones, pagers, electronic games, etc. are not allowed in any of the sessions or meetings.
· Appropriate school clothes should be worn at all times, including the dance on Saturday night.  Please do not bring/wear short shorts, tube tops, or other excessively revealing clothes or you will be asked to change clothes.
· Students must be in their own dorm rooms at the time designated by the Executive Committee on both nights.
· Students are expected to conduct themselves as representatives of GASC at all times in the convention center. Any questionable conduct will result in your advisor being contacted and your principal being notified.
· No cell phones may be used for any purpose (calls or texting) during any sessions. Use of cell phone during sessions will result in you being removed.
